Flowers for an extended length of time beginning in July while changing from white to pink and purple and hanging in clusters. Smaller form of Pee Gee reaching 4-5’ in height. Zone 3. Rarely or never fed on by Japanese beetles.

HYDRANGEA ENDLESS SUMMER    HYDRANGEA macrophylla Bailmer’

Height & spread 3-5’. Zone 4. Mop head type hydrangea. Blooms consistently on old & new wood thus flowering all summer long. Unusually hardy compared to other  macrophylla types even in zone 4. 8” diameter flowers with pink blooms or blue in acid soil. Remove spent flowers to encourage rebloom

All rhododendron  grow well in light shade. Most rhododendron will bloom more abundantly in full sun if the soil is kept moist, but sunscald & winter desiccation problems may cause foliage and bud problems. Hot climates or in windy places partial shade is usually mandatory. Full sunlight tends to bleach the flowers. In cold climates, most rhododendron do better on the north side of a building or on a northwest slope where they receive protection from the winter sun. All need some sun for best flowering but in general require partial shade. Large leaf varieties generally require shade, acid soil & protection  from harsh winter wind.

Height 24-30”. Zone 3. Dense mounds of blue gray leaves gently spray upwards & arch back down at the tips. Small tan seeds heads appear on tall stems held well above the foliage. Resembles a tall Fescue. Sun.

GRASS - COSMOPOLITAN          MISCANTHUS sinensis ‘Cosmopolitan’

Mature size 84” x 36”. Zone 5. Very broad blades boldly variegated with wide white margins. 

GRASS - ELIJAH BLUE FESCUE     FESTUCA ovina glauca ‘Elijah blue’

Height 6-8”. Zone 4. Hardy bright blue ornamental grass with mounded round habit making it ideal for use as an edging or in masses. Keeps its color all year. Sun to part shade. Deer resistant.

Height 4-6’. Zone 4. Forms upright  clump of foliage that starts out green then takes on reddish hue later in summer. Magenta colored fans turn into bright white silky flowers. Sun to part shade. Deer resistant.

Average height 3-4’. Zone 5. Clumping selection with finely textured, glossy bright green foliage that turns gold in fall. Plumes emerge pink or tan than mature to reddish brown. Sun. Deer resistant.

GRASS - HAMELIN DWF FOUNTAIN  PENNISETUM alopecuriodes ‘Hamelin’

Height 2-3’. Zone 5. Finely textured mid green leaves. Soft greenish-cream panicles. Sun. Deer resistant.

GRASS - HEAVY METAL                      PANICUM virgatum ‘ Heavy Metal’

Stiff metallic like blue leaves form rigidly upright clump. Pink panicles held 12-16” above foliage. Turns bright yellow in fall. Zone 4. Height 5-6’. Sun. Deer resistant. Native plant. 

GRASS - HURON SENTINAL                                  MISCANTHUS sinensis

Zone 4. Height 6’. Tall upright arching selection with deep green leaves & a narrow, white midrib. Bronze flowers mature into fluffy, fawn colored seed heads the texture of chenille. Deer resistant.

GRASS - INDIAN STEEL                                   SORGHASTRUM avenaceum

Height 4’. Zone 5. Stiff upright habit with bluish green leaves.

GRASS - KARL FORESTER FEATHER REED    Calamagrostis x acutiflora 

Zone 5. Height 5’. Cool season clumping grass. Upright growth habit. Wheat like seed heads appear in late spring & last all season.  Thrives in poor soils. Sun. Deer resistant.

GRASS - MAIDEN                                 MISCANTHUS sinensis ‘Gracillimus’

Zone 5. height 5-6’. Spread 3-5’. Rounded mounds of slender weeping silvery green leaves that turn golden bronze in fall. White fan shaped plumes in fall extend above foliage. Sun or part shade. Deer resistant.

GRASS - MORNING LIGHT                  Miscanthus sinensis ‘Morning Light’

Matures to 4-5’ with a 3-4’ spread. Zone 5. Very graceful upright& arching form. Foliage has a narrow white band that runs the full length of each leaf giving it a light and silvery effect. Sun to part shade.  Deer resistant.

GRASS - OVERDAM                              Calamagrostis acutiflora ‘Overdam’

Variegated foliage has bright creamy white margins which turn to white with a pink flush. Erect feathery plums with purplish seed heads turn tas as they age. Zone 5. Height 5’. Sun. Deer resistant. 

GRASS - PORCUPINE MAIDEN                       Miscantus sinensis ‘Strictus’

Green leaves & yellow-colored horizontal bands. Fast growing to4- 6’. Silvery white plumes in the fall. Shear after first frost to overwinter. Zone 4. Sun to part shade.  Deer resistant.

GRASS - RIBBON                                               Philaras arundinacea ‘Picta’

Height 3’. Zone 4. 3’ striped leaves of green & white. Fills in areas quickly.

GRASS - Strawberry & Cream Ribbon               Phalaris arundinacea ‘Feesey’

Height 24”. Zone 3. Cream & green striped leaves. Stems & leaves tinged pink in spring & fall. Soft white flower panicles. Rapid spreader, use as groundcover or for erosion control. Sun to part shade. Deer resistant.

GRASS - SILVER FEATHER MAIDEN      Miscanthus sinensis ‘Silberfeder’

Matures at 6-9’ tall. Silvery white feather plumes turn bronze with frost. A good alternative to pampas grass. Shear after first frost to overwinter. Zone 4. Sun to part shade.  Deer resistant.

GRASS - SILVER VARIEGATED JAPANESE  Miscanthus sinensis ‘Variegatus

Excellent alternative to pampas. Creamy white variegated grass. 5-7’ in height. Feathery seed heads. Striking appearance. Shear after first frost to overwinter. Zone 5. Sun to part shade.  Deer resistant.

GRASS – ZEBRA                                           Miscanthus sinensis ‘zebrinus’

Height 6-8’. Spread 6’. Zone 5.Silvery white plumes summer through fall. Distinctive horizontal pale white and yellow stripes on green foliage. Forms widely arching clumps. Use on pond’s edge. Sun to part shade. Deer resistant.

Height 12-15’. The blooms are double, slightly fragrant, large and white, with beautiful pink edging.  It is almost as if they had been dipped in pink paint just before they opened.   Blooms repeatedly. Rated among the top 20 climbing roses in the world

 JOSEPH’S COAT - Red blend double       Recurrent                       Zone 5. 

Like the coat it was named for this beautiful rose provides a rainbow of color. Start as clustered buds of brilliant red, fragrant blooms are ever changing blend of golden yellow & bright orange with tinges of crimson that spread until the blooms are nearly red again. 1964

CAREFREE DELIGHT - Shrub. Everblooming. Single. Zone 4.  

Height 30”, arching to 5’.  Slightly cupped flowers held in clusters of up to 10 that deliver a fresh light fragrance from petals of vivid pink combined with creamy white eye. Dark green disease resistant  foliage

CAREFREE SUNSHINE—Shrub. Everblooming. Zone 4. 

Single clear yellow blooms & disease resistance comparable to Knock Out Roses. Height 4x4. Zone 4. 

FAIRY - Polyantha.  Double pink.  Everblooming.   

Prolific rose that matures at 24 to 30”. Continuous color all season. Small frilly flowers of pastel pink appear in large pendulous clusters. Fresh light apple scent. Disease resistant. Proven hardy in zone 4 with extra mulch protection.

KNOCK OUT—Shrub. Red blend single Everblooming. Height 3-4’. 

Crown hardy zone 4 with winter mulch protection. . Most disease resistant rose. Single cherry red blooms.

KNOCK OUT BLUSHING – Shrub. Everblooming  Height 3-4’. Zone 4.

Low growth habit, great disease resistance, nonstop bloom & the have made this a continual favorite. Ideal landscape rose.  Single pink with slight apple scent.

RUGOSA ROSE - Species. Recurrent. Single. Zone 2. Rugged Asian native. Thick thorny canes carry long, pointed buds opening to singe flowers of a heady spicy fragrance. Pink to white recurrent flowers. Height 4-6’. Exceptionally salt tolerant. Very disease resistance.

THERESE BUGNET - Hybrid rugosa. Recurrent. Double blooms. Zone 3.

This rose combines hardiness with gorgeous blossoms of mauve pink that open from dark red bud. Heady spicy fragrance. Small clusters of blooms  appear in abundance in late spring and recur until large summer. Leaves turn deep red in fall. Height 5-6’.  1950

PERENNIALS

AJUGA—BUGLEWEED      AJUGA repans Zone 4

Clump forming or spreading groundcovers that thrive in sun or shade. Flowers appear in dense spikes in late spring. Where winters are mild plants are evergreen. Dense mats of foliage exclude all but the most persistent weeds. Use in dry shade of lawn trees where no grass will grow.  Perfect for edging or under downspouts & gutters where water beats down at irregular intervals. Divide anytime during the growing season. Can be invasive. Deer resistant.

BURGUNDY GLOW—Height 4-6”, spread 12-18”. Variegated scarlet, green & white leaves. Violet flower

BRONZE BEAUTY—Height 6” spread 6-12”. Bright blue flower spikes. Bronze purple foliage. 

SILVER BEAUTY – Variegated grey green leaves. Irregular creamy white edges. Blue flowers.

 ASTER—Zone 3

Asters prefer full sun. Performs poorly in dry soils. Plant 12-20” apart. Pinch once or twice in late spring to produce dense plants. Taller varieties may need staking. Divide clumps in spring. Good air circulation & adequate moisture help control mildew. Attracts butterflies. Great cut flower. Late summer—fall blooming. Attracts butterflies. Native plant. 

Alert – Height 12-15” Densely packed clusters of deep purplish red flowers. Compact habit.

Alma Potschke – Height 3-4’. Spread 2-3’. Fuchsia pink flowers.  Blooms continues 6 weeks.

Purple Dome - Height  18-24”. Solid mounds of royal purple blooms. Ideal with Autumn  Joy sedum.

Woods Pink – Height 12-16”. Clusters of clear pink demi-double flowers. Compact habit needs no staking. 

Woods Purple – Height 12-18”. Mildew resistance. Clusters of semi double purple flowers
ASTILBE - Zone 4

Height 1-3’. 6-24” airy plumes of flowers that are show stoppers in the summer garden. Main requirement is constant moisture. Dry soil can be fatal to them especially in sunny situations. Crispy brown leaf edges are a sign that the soil is too dry. Soggy or wet soil will cause rot. Best in light shade or filtered sun. In Northern gardens a site in full sun with moist soil is acceptable. Flowers in dense shade but not as prolifically. Shade from hot afternoon sun prolongs attractive foliage display after flowering. Removing flower heads will not promote continued blooming. Fertilize in spring. Divide clumps spring or fall every 3-4 yrs.

BABY’S BREATH – GYPSOPHILA paniculata Zone 3

Height 2-3’. Plant in full sun. Space 3’ apart.  May need staking in open windy sites. Do not disturb clumps once established. Encourage reblooming by cutting old stalks to ground as the last of the flowers fade. Great for filler plant in garden to hide yellowing foliage of spring bulbs. Pair with foxglove & lilies, gayfeather or veronica, even asters and coneflowers. Attracts butterflys. Deer resistant.  Bristol Fairy – Double white flowers form early to mid summer.. The flowers are long lasting when cut & hung upside down to dry. 

 BACHELOR’S BUTTON (Cornflower) CENTAUREA Montana Zone 3

Full sun or light shade. Rapidly creeping roots form colonies. Divide clumps spring or fall.   Blooms early to mid summer through fall. Deadhead to promote longer blooming. Deer resistant. Attracts butterflies. 

Blue – Height 24” Cornflower blue fringed blooms. Old fashioned favorite for cut flower bouquets. 

BALLOON FLOWER      Platycodon grandiflorus Zone 3

Height 24-36”. Spread 18”. Full sun to part shade. Space 18” apart. Long lived, pest & disease free.  Plants late to emerge in spring. Balloon like buds open to revel single or double star shaped blossoms. Established plants rarely need division. Lift clumps in spring or early fall. Dig deeply to avoid damaging the thick roots. Plants will self sow in the garden. Blooms early to mid summer. Remove spent flowers to encourage rebloom. Combines well with daylilies & lilies. Last well as fresh cut flowers – singe the them ends with a match to stop the milky sap from flowing. Deer resistant. 

Double Blue – Height 24”.  Double violet blue flowers with darker veining.

Fuji Pink – Height 24”. Soft pink flowers keep color best in semi shade. 

Misalto Purple – Height 6-8”.  single purple blooms. 

Sentimental Blue -  Height 8”. Blue flowers.   

 BEARD TONGUE – PENSTEMON digitalis Zone 3

Full sun to part shade. Space plant 1-2’ apart. Mulch lightly in winter in cold areas.  Drought tolerant. Easy to grow. Divide every 4-6 years to keep vigorous. Trumpet shaped flowers borne in profusion on thin spikes in early summer. Attracts hummingbirds. Native plant. 

Elfin Pink – Height 12”. Bright pink flowers make a big color statement when planted in groups. 

Husker Red – Height 30-34”. Maroon foliage with dark green underlay. White flower with light pink tinge. .

Rhondo – Height 16”. Colorful mix of pink, lavender, purple, red & white flowers nearly all summer.

 BEE BALM — MONARDA Zone 4

Dense lush 2-3’ plant spreads rapidly. Best one for attracting butterflies & hummingbirds, can be invasive. Full sun to part shade. Space 24” apart. Water abundantly but withhold fertilizer & thin regularly to restrict spreading. Divide every 2 years in spring. Fragrant scented leaves. Blooms mid summer to early fall. Deer resistant. Native plant. 

Blue Stocking – Purple flowers in tight clusters. Exhibits great heat & drought tolerance.

Jacob Cline – Very large bright red flowers. Reported to be mildew resistant.

Marshall’s delight – pink flowers. High resistance to mildew.

Petite delight – dwarf 12-15”.  Rosy pink flowers.  Midew  resistant.

Raspberry Wine – Buds resemble raspberries. Wine red flowers. Excellent mildew resistance.

 BELLFLOWER—CAMPANULA Zone 3

Sun to part shade. Space 12-18” apart. Water as need to prevent wilting. Overwatering encourages crown rot. Remove spent blooms to promote reblooming. Divide when crowding causes clumps to decline.  Combine  with foxglove.  Deer resistant. Attracts butterflies. Late to emerge in spring.

Blue Clips – Height & spread 8-10”. Sky blue flowers on compact plant. Blooms late spring – late summer 

Bowl of Cherries – Height 15”. Dark purple red bell shaped flowers. Early – late summer.

White Clips – Height 6-9”. Spread 8-10”. White flowers. Late spring – late summer.

 BETONY – STACHYS monieri Zone 4

Height 18-20”. Blooms early – mid summer. Deer & rabbit resistant. Sun to part shade. Hummelo – Distinctly different than its cousin, Lambs ear. Forms large clumps of green textured leaves. Showy spikes of densely packed lavender-rose flowers shoot up through the foliage on tall stalks.

 BLACK EYED SUSAN — RUDBECKIA fulgida ‘Goldstrum’ Zone 3.

Height 24-30”. Compact plant produces masses of showy golden daisy like flowers from July—mid October. Vigorous. Full sun to part shade.  Plant 12-24”. Drought tolerant once established. Divide every 4-5 years to retain vigor. Allow dried seed heads to remain on for winter interest. Pair with Aster or Russian sage. Attracts butterflies. Native plant.

BLANKET FLOWER — GAILLARDIA grandiflora Zone 3

Daisy like flowers bloom from summer to frost. .Full sun. Does best if divided every few years in spring.  Tolerates a wide range of soil conditions. Drought resistant & salt tolerant. Space 12-15” apart. Taller varieties may require staking. Attracts butterflies. Pair with coreopsis, butterfly weed & yarrows.Deer resistant.  Native plant. 

Burgundy - Height 24-30”. Wine red flowers 3” in diameter early summer – late fall. Full sun.

Fanfare – Height 18-24”. Full sun to part shade. Sport of Goblin. Blooms June – fall. Flowers are red changing to yellow at tips, tubular shaped.

Goblin— Height 12”. Spread 12-15”. Dwarf with large deep red flowers with yellow borders. Full sun.

Tokajer – Height 23”. Full sun. New variety with marmalade orange flower petals radiate from brown button like center. Heat tolerant.

 BLEEDING HEART RED and WHITE — DICENTRA spectabilis Zone 2

Old-fashioned variety you found at grandmas. Thrives in light shade but will tolerate sun or full shade. Arching sprays of pink and white or just pure white heart-shaped flowers in May - June. Height 30-36”. Divide overgrown clumps in fall. Deer resistant. Native plant. May go dormant after blooming. 

 BLEEDING HEART FERNLEAF-DICENTRA spectabilis Luxuriant Zone 3

Deeply-cut, fern-like, grayish-green foliage persists throughout the growing season with cherry red, nodding, heart-shaped flowers carried above the foliage. Grows to 15" tall. Bloom begins in late spring to early fall. Deer resistant. Native plant. 

 BUTTERFLY BUSH — BUDDLEIA davidii  Zone 5

Long arching fragrant flower wands all summer that attracts butterflies & hummingbirds. Height & spread 6-10'. Freezes back to the ground in our area.  Protect roots with extra helping of mulch in the winter. Sun. VARIETIES AVAILABLE: Black Knight – purple. Dartmoor – lavender pink. Empire Blue. Honeycomb – yellow. Orchid Beauty – lavender pink. Pink Delight - pink. Purple Potters – purple. Royal red – wine red. White profusion – white. 

 BUTTERFLY WEED – ASCLEPIAS tuberosa Zone 3.

Height 1-3’. Dense clumps that are hassle free with 3 months of tangerine-orange blooms followed by green fruits filled with silvery white silky seeds. Excellent long lasting cut flower. Breaks dormancy late. Full sun. Do not disturb plants once established. Attracts butterflies & hummingbirds. Deer resistant. Native plant. 

 CALAMINT nepeta Zone 4.

Height 9-12”. Trouble free plant with mint scented foliage. Produces tiny pale lavender-blue flower all summer and into fall. Once established is heat & drought tolerant. Full sun. Attracts butterflies & hummingbirds. Deer resistant. 

 CANDY TUFT – IBERIS sempervirens Zone 3

Height 12”. Blanket of pure white, quarter sized flowers carpet the narrow evergreen leaves. Drought tolerant. Great filler in between stones. Effective as edging or groundcover. Old time favorite. Blooms mid to late spring. Full sun. Attracts butterflies. Easily propagated by division. Will stop flowering if kept too dry. In cold, windy climates mulch lightly to protect foliage from browning. Prevent formation of space in center of plant by pruning stems after flowering. Attracts butterflies. 

 CANNA LILY

Find a location where the soil drains well. Can thrive in soils that are too moist for many bulbs, but the soil must not be water logged.  Site where they will receive full sunlight. Dig holes and plant the rhizomes 4"-6" deep, and 2 feet apart for tall varieties or 1 foot apart for the medium to dwarf types.  Place the rhizomes with the eyes facing up. After planting, water generously, soaking the soil.  Roots and sprouts will form quickly in warm soil.  If the soil is still quite cool, wait until it warms before planting. When in bloom, feel free to cut  flowers for bouquets.  After blooming has finished for the season leave the foliage in place; don't cut it off.  The leaves will gather sunlight and provide nourishment for next year's show.  Water as needed.  Leaves may be removed when they yellow.  In cold areas, to save your canna rhizomes for next year, dig them after the first frost.  Let the rhizomes air dry for several days.  Then store in a cool location in paper bags or boxes filled with peat moss.  COLORS—RED—YELLOW—ORANGE

 CARDINAL FLOWER – LOBELIA cardinalis Zone 2

Height 3-4’. Zone 2. Attracts hummingbirds & butterflies. Excellent for moist soils. Fire red flower spikes late summer to mid fall. Sun to part shade. Plant 12-18” apart. Remove faded flower stalks. Mulch to protect crowns in winter. Combine with Siberian iris & bee balm. Deer & rabbit resistant. Native plant. 

 CATMINT  - NEPETA x faassenii Zone 3

Early to mid summer blossoms. Fragrant foliage . Trouble free ground cover. Full sun.Space 18” apart.  Shear after first flush. Divided every 3 years in spring or fall.  For a dandy partner try Moonbeam Coreopsis or bearded iris. Attracts butterflies & hummingbirds. Deer and rabbit resistant. 

Blue Wonder – 12-15” with 6” blue spikes.

Candy Cat – Height 26-28”. Dense clusters of long pale lavender pink flowers. Prefers moist soils. 

Walkers Low – 2-3’. Grey green foliage on long arching stems. Lavender blue flowers. 

 CHAMELEON PLANT – HOUTTUYNIA cordata  Zone 3

Height 6-9”. Vigorous groundcover for moist soil or specimen in water gardens. Leaves are variegated green, yellow, pink & red in full sun, or green & yellow in the shade. White flowers. Breaks dormancy late. Blooms early Summer. Sun to full shade. Clumps spread rapidy by creeping rhizomes. Propigate by division or stem cuttings taken in early summer.  Combine with other vigorous plants such as ostrich fern, large leaf hosta, water iris and sedges (Carex spp.) Deer & rabbit resistant.
CINQUEFOIL – POTENTILLA ‘Ron McBeath’ Zone 4

Height 10-12”. Valued for its long period of bloom this selection wears a coat of carmine red, saucer shaped blooms over compact, spreading mounds of dark green, evergreen foliage. Blooms mid – late summer. Full sun. Deer resistant.

 COLUMBINE—AQUILEGIA Zone 3

Flowers range from 1"-3". Light delicate foliage. Prefer light shade and moist soil, but tolerates full sun, provided they receive sufficient moisture. Plant 1-2’ apart.  Blooms late spring – early summer.  Rabbit resistant. Attracts butterflies & hummingbirds. 

Biedermeier – Height 8-12”. Shades of pink, white & purple. Compact with stiff growth habit.

Dorothy Rose – Height 24-30”. Light rose pink flowers look like granny bonnets. 

Grandmother’s Garden  –  Height 24-30”.  Vintage variety mix of pale rose, violet & wine red.

Origami Blue & White – Height 15-18”. Large blue & white flowers. Free flowering habit.

Origami mixed – Height 14-18”. Recommended by P. Allen Smith, hybrid bloom time up to 12 weeks long. Large 3” wide flowers in a wide range of colors: blue, pink, red, white & yellow. Uniform growth & free flowering habit.

 CONEFLOWER—ECHINACEA purpurea Zone 4

 Height 36”. Blooms mid summer to early fall. Daisy type flowers. Easy to grow. Easily propagated by division. Best in full sun but will tolerate part shade. Deadhead to promote rebloom. Rejuvenate clumps by division in early spring every 3-4 years. Fragrant. Attracts butterflies. Deer resistant. Provides winter long interest & seed eating birds will love them in the winter. Native plant.

Kim’s Knee High -  Height 18-24”. Dwarf form of native Echinacea. Large clear pink petals. Bronzy orange cones.

Magnus – Height 36”.  Rose pink petals on flat flower head.. Coppery brown cones. 

Ruby Star – Height 36”. Horizontal petals. More petals & deeper magenta red color than Magnus. 

Sundown – Height 32-40”. Russet orange flowers with brown cones.  

Sunrise Yellow – Height 30-36”. Rose scented blossoms. Yellow flowers. Green cone turns gold. 

Sunset Orange – Height 24-30”. Rose scented, orange colored blooms. Brownish cone. 

Twilight – Height 4-30:. Vibrant rose red flowers with deep red cone. 

White Swan – Height 30-36”.  White.

 CORAL BELLS – HEUCHERA Zone 3

Full sun or part shade. Space 12-18” apart. Deadhead to promote rebloom. In winter, cover with loose covering such as evergreen boughs to prevent frost heaving. Divide every 3-4 years. Mounding shape, tends to be evergreen. Easy to grow. Most vigorous & strongest color in partial shade. Plants grown in full sun or full shade will survive but may be smaller & not quite as vibrant. Blooms last spring – early summer. Attracts butterflies & hummingbirds. Native plant. Deer resistant. 

Amethyst Myst – Height 8”. Spread 26”. Blackish purple leaves with silvery blue overlay & black veins.  Cream flowers

Crimson Curls – Height 10”. Spread 18”. Crimson red foliage. Crinkled leaf form. White flowers. Frosted Violet – Height 20-30”. Deep maroon purple foliage matures to deep plum. Colors intensify in fall. Fine hairs covering leaves gives them a frosted look. Pink flowers. 

Green Spice – Height 9”. Spread 28”. Green leaves with silvery overlay, darker green edges & beet red veins. Turns brilliant shades of red & orange in fall. Tiny cream flowers.

Marmalade – Height 10-16”. Shades of peach & honey with bright purple undersides. Red buds open to white flowers.

Palace Purple – Height 20”. Dark bronzy purple leaves. Tiny white flower sprays.

Plum Pudding – Height 8 & spread 26”. Purple leaves with dark purple veins. Cream flowers.

Raspberry Ice – 10”. Pink flowers with beautifully silvered purple foliage

Ruby Bells – Height 16”. Blood red flowers with green foliage.

Silver Scrolls – Height 11”. Grape purple leaves & steel grey overlay. Cream flowers.

Velvet Night – 7" slate black leaves & metallic purple overlays. Tiny ivory flowers. Dark stems

 COREOPSIS Zone 4

Almost weed like and very easy to grow in ordinary, well drained garden soil.  After first flush of summer blossoms, cut off the flowers & an autumn rebloom will follow.  Readily divided in spring or fall. Prefers sun. Tolerates dry soils. Excellent for borders.  Attracts butterflies.  Deer resistant. Native plant

American Dream – Height 8-16”. Bright pink daisy like flowers early summer – early fall.  

Moonbeam – Height 18-24”.  Lemon yellow flowers early thru late summer. Thread like foliage.

Sterntaler –  Height 16”. Blooms late spring thru late summer. Bright yellow with red eye.  

Sunray – Height 18-24”.  Double & semi double deep gold flowers late spring – late summer. 

Tequila Sunrise – Height 14-16”.  Cream or yellow leaf margins. New growth is flushed pinkish red in spring & mahogany in fall. Large golden yellow flowers with red eye. 

Zagreb – Height 16”. Golden yellow flowers early thru late summer. 

 CUSHION SPURGE – EUPHORBIA polycroma Zone 4

Easy to grow front of the border plant. Height 12-18”. Plant 15-18” apart in full sun best. Neat mounding form. Extremely drought tolerant. Deer & rabbit resistant.  Cushion-like, perfectly domed shape foliage topped with chrome-yellow flowers in late spring.

DAISY PAINTED – TANACETUM coccineum Zone 3

Compact tufts of fine-cut ferny foliage from which daisy like flower stalks rise in late spring thru early summer.  Good  long lasting cut flower. Deadhead/cut back to promote rebloom.  Divide clumps in spring every 1-2 years to keep healthy & attractive. Full sun. Deer resistant. Attracts butterflies. Use in borders with iris, poppies, daylily & yarrow. 

Robinson Mixture – Colorful assortment of white, pink & red blooms. 

Robinson’s Red – Scarlet red daisy like flowers.

Robinson’s Rose –Various shades of light to medium pink & yellow centers. 

 DAISY SHASTA - Leucanthemum x superbum Zone 4.

ALASKA – One of the oldest & still one of the best. Prolific bloomer on strong stems. 3” wide pure white flowers with yellow centers. Best in full sun but will tolerate part shade. Height 24-36”. Zone 4. Plant 1’ apart. Be sure to divide every other spring. Blooms early – late summer. Attracts butterflies. 

 DAYLILIES — HEMEROCALLIS  Zone 3 or 4

Few rival them for beauty, durability and ease of care. Thrives in most conditions heavy clay to sand whether it be wet or dry and from full sun to light shade. Long lived practically disease free. Divide every 3-5 years when the number of blossoms begins to decline. 

All Fired Up – Height 20”. Orange with red eye. Reblooming. 

Always Afternoon – Height 22”. Dusty rose & plum purple eye. Reblooming.

Black Eyed Stella  Height 28”. Yellow orange with maroon eye. Reblooming.

Buttered Popcorn – height 32”. Large butter yellow flowers. Reblooming.

Carolyn Criswell – Height 24”. Pastel yellow. Long blooming.

Custard Candy – Height 24”. Creamy yellow with maroon eye. Reblooming.

Daring Dilemma – Height 24”. Dusty cream pink & large dark purple eye. Pie crust edge. Repeat bloomer. 

Frans Hals – Height 24”.  Bi color orange and yellow. Long blooming.

Happy Returns—Bright 2 3/4” canary yellow. Reblooming. Stella d’Oro parentage.

Hush Little Baby – Height 22”. rose red. Repeat bloomer.

Ice Carnival – Height 28”. Large fragrant white. Reblooming.

Lavender Blush—orchid colored blooms. 

Loves Gift – Height 20”. Rose pink with yellow eye. Reblooming.

Patio Parade – Height 28”. Lemon yellow. Tends to rebloom right after first flush is finished.

Royal Occasion – height 26”. Burgundy red. Reblooming.

Siloam Double Classic – Height 26”. Sweet scented double blooms of soft peachy pink. 

Stella ‘d’oro - Height 14-18”. Popular dwarf. Fragrant golden yellow blooms from June – Sept

Summer Wine – Midseason bloomer. 6” wide clear grape-violet blooms with a greenish-yellow throat. 

 DELPHINIUM Zone 3

Tall stately plant reaches 4-6’. Plant in a protected spot. Full sun or partial shade. Space 2-4’ apart. Deadheading & fertilizing will result in healthier stronger plants. Cut old flower stems to the ground encourages repeat blooms. Taller selections require staking. Deer & rabbit resistant. Attracts hummingbirds & butterflies.

Black Knight  - Height 5-6’.  Blooms are midnight violet colored from June—Sept.  

Blushing Brides – Height 4-6’. Huge spires of rich mulberry pink to soft dusty pink.  

New Millennium Mixed – Height 4-6’. Colorful spires of white, pink, blue & purple.  

 DIANTHUS – Zone 3.

Well suited rock gardens or edging. Most varieties are low growing &  mat formings. Flowers about the size of a quarter borne on bare stalks above the foliage over a long period beginning early summer thru early fall. Most have serrated petals which look like they have been trimmed with pinking shears, hence their common name ‘Pinks’. Grows best in loose, well drained soil. Full sun to light shade. Drought tolerant. Deer resistant. Attracts butterflies & hummingbirds. Removing spent flowers regularly will keep most cultivars in bloom for 6 weeks or more. Shear after flowering to encourage new growth & prevent reseeding. Plant 6-15” apart,  Divide every every 2-3 years to keep vigorous. 

 Arctic Fire – Dianthus deltoids – Maiden Pinks. Height 8”. Small icy white blooms with a bright fuchsia 

eye. Prostrate spreading mat makes a good groundcover. Purplish red foliage in winter.

Desmond – Pinks. Height 12”. Double deep red 2” wide blossoms look like miniature roses & smell like  

them too! Contrasts sharply against a background of silvery, evergreen foliage. Prolific bloomer.

Fire Witch – Height 10-12" - Plant 12" apart. Ice blue foliage forms a tidy groundcover that stays evergreen. Brilliant pink single flowers have frilled petals with a pleasing clove scent. Fragrant & long blooming. 

Frosty Fire – Pinks. Height 6”. Double, Chinese lacquer-red blooms explode above mounds of icy blue, 

evergreen foliage. May rebloom in fall.

Heart Attack – Height 24”. Deep crimson red carnation like flower & glossy dark green foliage. Leaves 

are deep red when they emerge in spring.

Pixie Star – Height & spread 7”. Very fragrant, double pink flowers with a deep center eye. Blooms 

heavily in late spring & continues with lighter blooms into summer.

Tiny Rubies – Dianthus gratianopolitanus – Cheddar Pinks. Height 4-5”. Double deep rose blooms with 

spicy scent of cloves. Globe shaped mounds of deep green, evergreen foliage.

Zing Rose – Dianthus deltoides – Maiden pinks. Height 6-8”. Large deep rose red blooms cover the dense 

clumps of foliage.

EVENING PRIMROSE – OENOTHERA missouriensis Zone 3

Ozark Sundrop. Height 9-12”. Canary yellow, mildly fragrant 3’ wide flowers. Blooms early – mid summer. Deer resistant. Sun to part shade.  Divide in fall or early spring as needed.

 FALSE SUNFLOWER – HELIOPSIS Zone 3

Sun to part shade. Space 2’ apart. Fertilize sparingly. Divide every 2-3 years. Carefree plant. Blooms all summer long.  Great cut flower. Attracts butterflies. Divide when necessary to control spread or rejuvenate clumps. Combine with speedwell, gayfeathers, asters & garden phlox. 

Ballerina – Height 3’. 2-3” double golden yellow flowers.  Bushy shape with deep green leaves. 

Prairie Sunset – Height 4’. Deep green purple veined leaves on dark purple stems set off the golden yellow flowers with wine eye. As they age the blooms become larger & the dark eye fades. Bushy habit. 

 FERNS Zone 3

Unmatched by an perennials, ferns play an essential role in shade gardens. They recently have enjoyed renewed interest & now introducing some fantastic, intricately colored cultivars. Although they appear to be delicate, ferns are tough plants that adapt to many different environments. Plant them in a shady garden with rich soil.  Part to full shade.

 Branford Beauty – Athryium – Height 24”.  Silvery gray fronds are held upright by reddish stems.  Forms attractive clump & great for massing in woodland areas or use as specimen plant. Rabbit resistant.

Fiddlehead - Ostrich Fern—Matteuccia struthioptteris . Height 3-5’.  Hardy. Long lacy green fronds. Bronze new growth. Tall vase shape.  Deer & rabbit resistant.

Frizelliae – Athryium felix femina ‘Frizelliae’ – Tatting Fern. Height 12-18”.  A very distinctive ferns. Narrow fronds that look like delicate beads strung on a necklace. Highly sought after. Rabbit resistant.

Japanese Painted Fern – Athryium niponicum ‘Pictum’ – Height 12-18”. Silvery grey fronds are dusty purple towards the center. Purplish red veins & stems. Low mounding habit. Rabbit resistant.

Lady Fern Athryium felix femina – Height 18-30”. Finely textured green fronds with arching habit. Stems are dark red at maturity. Spreads slowly. Doesn’t run.  Rabbit resistant.

 FOAMY BELLS – HEUCHERELLA Zone 4

Hybrid of Heuchera & Tiarella. Profuse & repeat bloomers. Plants achieve the most attractive compact, floriferous form when sited in morning sun & afternoon shade. Divide every 3 years in fall.  Stoplight – height 6-12”. Larger, brighter radiant yellow leaves have large, dark red blotch in center which feathers out through the veins. White flowers late spring – early summer. Native plant. 

 FORGET ME NOT – Myosotis sylvatica Zone 3

Royal Blue Compact.- Height 6-8”. Forms a carpet of tiny, sky blue flowers with white or light yellow centers. More dwarf compact habit. Blooms late spring. Sun or part shade. Will grow in moist to wet soil but prefers well-drained soil. Divide in spring if necessary or harvest seeds in fall. Dead-head after blooming.  Deer and rabbit resistant.

 FOXGLOVE – DIGITALIS Zone 4

Biennial perennial that readily self sows in the garden. Plant 18-24” apart.  Bell shaped flowers on tall, broad spikes above rosettes of downy, green leaves in early summer. Full sun to part shade. Cut flower stalks back to ground as the last blooms fade. Leave at least 1 stalk if you want self sown seedlings. Deer & rabbit resistant. Attracts hummingbirds. Zone 4. The heart drug Digitalis is derived from this plant. 

Camelot Lavender – Height 3-4’. White flowers with lavender shading & burgundy spotting inside. 

Camelot Rose – Digitalis hybrida.  Height 3-4’. Large, deep rose pink flowers with burgundy spotting on inside. Blooms early summer

Giant Shirley Mixed – Digitalis purpurea. Height 3-4’. Mixture of white, light pink, deep rose, fuchsia & yellow flowers, all with dark purple spots inside. 

Pam’s Choice – Digitalis purpurea. Height 3-4’. White flowers heavily speckled with maroon purple spots.

Yellow – Digitalis grandiflora – Height 2-3’. Butter yellow flowers with mahogany brown spots inside.

 GAYFEATHER – LIATRIS spicata Zone 3

Plant in full sun. Space 12-15” apart. Height 2-3’.  Wands of flowers open from top to bottom. Remove spent flowers to promote rebloom. Blooms early to late summer. Division seldom needed, divide fall or early spring. Combines well with coneflower & lamb’s ear. Attracts bees & butterflies. Deer resistant.  Kobold – Bright rosy lavender flowers. Violet Floristan – Bright purple violet flowers. White Floristan – creamy white flowers.

 GERANIUM Zone 4

Compact mounding perennial. Masses of colored flowers bloom late spring – mid summer. Flowering is best when the plants are grown in full sun although they tolerate some shade. Divide every 2-3 years. Lift plants early spring or fall & pull the clumps apart. Many species will self sow. Good campion for Siberian iris, garden phlox & bellflowers. Deer & rabbit resistant. 

Ballerina – Multiple award winner. Lilac pink flowers with purple veining with dark purple center. 4-6”.

Brookside – Height 20-24”. Sapphire blue flowers with white eyes.  Leaves turns vivid red in fall

Cambridge—Dark pink. 10” tall.

Johnson’s blue—Blue .22” tall. Flowers for long period if the spent blooms regularly removed.

Katherine Adele – Variegated green leaves with burgundy center. Pale pink flowers. 16”.

New Hampshire Purple – Magenta purple flowers. 12-18”. Can spread 2-3’ one season. Long blooming.

Tiny Monster – Quick spreading groundcover. Purple violet flowers. Long blooming. 16-18”.

GOLDEN MARGUERITE – ANTHEMIS tinctoria ‘Kelwayi’ Zone 3

Enjoy aromatic, feathery foliage in the springtime topped with 2” wide sunny yellow, daily like flowers. If deadheaded, this selection will bloom all summer long. Tolerates relatively poor soils & quite drought tolerant once established. Full sun for best blooms. To encourage new growth cut back as flower production wanes. Divide ever 2-3 years in spring or fall. Complements blue sages, geranium & bee balms.  Height 2-3’.

 HELENIUM ‘Sahin’s Early Flowerer Zone 3.

Height 3’. Full sun. One of the best native perennials for showy late season color. Profustion of deep red flowers streaked with orange & yellow on a brown cone appear over several months. Tall stems great for cutting. Pinch stem tips once or twice in spring to promote sturdy compact growth. Divide clumps every 3-4 years to keep vigorous. Plant in the company of garden phlox, bee balm, aster, coreopsis, Attracts butterflies. 

 HELLEBORUS – LENTEN ROSE Zone 4

Deer & rabbit resistant. Part shade to shade. Royal Heritage Strain – Height 18-24”. Wide range of colors including purple, near black, white, pale green, yellow, rose, pink & red. Leathery serrated evergreen foliage. Blooms early to mid spring.

 HENS N CHICKS—SEMPERVIVUM Zone 3

Grows well in a wide variety of soils, even pure sand. Mat-forming succulents produce clusters of rosettes. The parent rosettes are the "hens," and the smaller rosettes that spring from them are the "chicks." This low-growing 4” high quickly spread to 2' or more in width. Although grown for its foliage, hens and chicks do flower on a tall (1') flower stalk. The can be red, green or some mixture there of. Grow in full sun to partial shade. Well-drained soil is a must. The "hens" will die after flowering, by then they will have produced numerous "chicks" to take their place. To propagate, simply split off the chickens from the parent plant and transplant them. Providing contact with the soil should be sufficient for transplanting, since they root readily.

HIBISCUS - PERENNIAL Zone 4

Compact plant 20-30” tall. Flowers only last a day but new buds keep it in flower July thru Aug. Zone 4. 9” show stopping blooms. Divide established plants early spring or fall.  Sun to part shade. Plants late to emerge in spring.  Ideal for moist areas.

Disco Belle – Huge 8-10” wide blossoms in mixed array of red, pink & white with a crimson center. Each successive season brings larger flowers.  3-4’.

Lord Baltimore – Huge ruffled crimson red flowers up to 10” across. 4-5’.

Old Yella – Pale yellow buds & 10-12” creamy white flowers &  red eye. 3-4’. compact habit.

Plum Crazy – Unusual shade of lavender- plum with purple veining. Blooms up to 10”. Plum colored leaves that resembles maple leaves. 4’.

 HOLLYHOCK – ALCEA rosea Zone 2

Some won't grow hollyhocks because of rust.  A few easy steps prevent the disease from recurring and spreading. Rust, like most fungi, needs water to germinate and grow. Keep your foliage and flowers as dry as possible. Hand water at the base of the plants, or use soaker hoses to keep leaves dry when watering. Space plants farther apart to ensure good air circulation, and avoid working around plants when they are wet. If your plants do become infected, good garden sanitation practices are the best remedy. Remove affected leaves immediately and burn or dispose of them in the garbage. Don't place affected plants in your compost pile. Spores overwinter in infected leaves and stems. Most hollyhocks are biennial, which means that once they produce seed, they die. In late summer, when you see the rosettes of foliage that will provide next year's display, promptly pull up any finished stalks and dispose of them. At the end of the season, be sure to remove any dead plant matter remaining in the bed, because it harbors rust spores and perpetuates the problem. In spring, mulch around the base of the hollyhocks. 

Chaters Mixed – Ruffled, fully double flowers. Come in pink, scarlet, purple & yellow. 4-6’.

Yellow – Large single soft yellow flowers. Demonstrates greater resistance to rust. 5-6’.

 HOLLYHOCK MALLOW – MALVA sylvestris  Zone 4

Heat & drought tolerant. Blooms early summer to mid fall. Full sun or light shade. Combines well with garden phlox, yarrow, gayfeathers & artemisias. Attracts butterflies. Rabbit resistant. 

Zebrina – Height 24-48”.  Soft pink flowers with striking raspberry purple markings like a pinwheel 2” wide bowl shaped blooms produced in great abundance nearly all season long. Robust shrub like plant.  

 HOSTAS Zone 4

Tough, versatile and very easy to grow. They prefer shade or partial shade and somewhat moist soil. Filtered sun encourages best leaf color. Green leaf varieties are more shade tolerant. Allow plenty of room to accommodate mature size. Readily increased by spring or fall division of the clumps.  Blooms mid to late summer. 

Albo marginata – Height 18”. Flower spikes 31-45”. One of the first to emerge in spring. Medium green leaves with wavy white margins. May temporarily lose it variegation in containers during hottest part of season. Pale lavender flowers.

Aureo marginata – Plant 24”. Flower spikes 40”. Dark green leaves with wide, irregular gold margins. Pale lavender flowers.

Elegans – ‘sieboldiana’. Height 20”. Flower spikes 34”. Huge blue gray rounded leaves. Slug resistant. White flowers. Best color in light sun.

Francee -  Height 14”. Flower spikes 30”.  Full sun to full shade. Green leaves with narrow white margins. Lavender flowers. 

Frances Williams – Plant 22”. Flowers spikes 30”. Giant blue green leaves with very wide chartreuse to yellow margins. White flowers. Slug resistant. Tolerates full sun with adequate moisture.

Great Expectations – Height 20”. Flower spikes 24”. Wide irregular blue green margins & creamy yellow to white centers. White flowers. 

Golden Tiara – Height 15”. Flower spikes 24”. Heart shaped medium green leaves with wide chartreuse margins that turn gold in the sun. Compact grower. Purple flowers.

Krossa – Height 40”. Flower spike 48”. Frosted blue green wavy leaf. Vase like habit. Lavender flower.

Loyalist – Height 18”. Flower spikes 20”. Patriot sport with reverse variegation. Deep green margins & nearly pure white centers. Pale lavender flowers.

Night Before Xmas – Height 18. Flower spikes 34”.  Dark green leaves with striking cream to white centers. Pale lavender flowers.

Patriot – Height 22”. Flower spikes 30”. Dark green leaves with crisp white streaked centers. Sun tolerant. Lavender flowers.

Revolution – Height 18”. Spread 24”. Creamy white & green speckled center with irregular dark green margins. Pale lavender flowers. Sport of Loyalist. 

Royal Standard – Height 26”. Flower spikes 35-40”. Glossy wavy green leaves. White flowers with fragrance that is more pronounced at night. Sun & drought tolerant.

Variegated – undulate mediopicta Height 15” Spikes 38” Wavy green leaves & white centers

Wide Brim – Height 16”. Flower spikes 24”. Dark green leaves with irregular margins of butter yellow. Pale lavender flowers.

 IRIS

 Deer & rabbit resistant. Full sun to light shade.

Mixed – ‘ensata’. Height 36”. Mid summer blooms of mixed colors of purple, burgundy & blue. Beardless flat blooms are largest of all irises. Zone 4.

Pink Haze – ‘siberica’ Lavender pink self, finely white-edged falls & a crimson blaze. Blooms before Japanese & after Siberian. Zone 3. Height 30-36”.  Tolerates moist soil.

Rock Star – ‘germanica’. Height 36”. Zone 3. Rich raspberry rose standards, ruffled pale apricot falls edged with rich raspberry.

Ruffled Velvet  – ‘siberica’. Height 24-30”. Zone 3. Red purple standards, velvety darker purple falls & gold blaze. Tolerates moist soil.

Summer Olympics – ‘germanica’, Height 36”. Zone 3. Ruffled clear golden yellow blooms.

Sun Cascade – ‘pseudacorus’. Height 3-5’. Early summer blooms of fully double yellow flowers. Can be grown in shallow water or consistently moist garden soil. Zone 3.

 JACOB’S LADDER– POLEMONIUM caeruleum Zone 3

Snow & Sapphire -  Height 24-30”. Fern like variegated leaves with white borders. Sky blue fragrant flowers appear on tall stems above the mounded foliage in early summer. Sun to part shade. Deer resistant. Native plant. 

 LADYBELLS – ADENOPHORA Zone 3

Height 30-36”.  Tall spikes of amethyst-blue nodding, bell shaped flowers. Great cut flower. Blooms late spring – mid summer. Sun to part shade.

 LAMIUM  Zone 3

Partial to full shade. Divide in spring or fall. Great for semi shaded spots under flowering shrubs, evergreens or high canopied shade trees. Good cover for dying spring bulb foliage. lowers late spring thru early summer. Weed smothering groundcover. Deer & rabbit resistant. 

Anne Greenway – Height 6-8”. Zone 3. Exquisite blend of chartreuse, silver, medium green & mint green leaves. Mauve flowers. 

Pink Pewter – Height 4-8”. Zone 3. Nearly all silver leaves with narrow margins. Salmon pink flowers. 

 LAVENDER – LAVENDULA Zone 5

Good drainage essential for survival in regions with wet or severe winters. Established plants can endure extremely dry conditions. In spring prune off any shots damaged by winter cold & reshape the plant. Every few years give plant a hard shearing to encourage fresh growth & profuse flowering. Divide in early spring. Deer & rabbit resistant. Full sun. Attracts butterflies. 

Grosso – Height 24-30”. Blooms mid summer – late fall. Fragrant violet blue spikes. May rebloom in fall.

Hidcote – Height 16”. Deep violet blue. Flowers mid summer – early fall.

Munstead – Height 12-16”. Rich lavender fragrant flowers from late spring – late summer. Thought to be the hardiest lavender. Long blooming. 

 LILY OF THE VALLEY—CONVALLARIA majalis Zone 2

Height 6-8”. Spread 12”. Fragrant white bell shaped flowers April/May. Full sun to full shade. Deep green foliage. Vigorous groundcover good under shrubs & trees. . Divide summer or fall. Deer resistant. 

 LILY, TURF – LIRIOPE muscari ‘Big Blue’ Zone 4

Sun to full shade. Deer & rabbit resistant. Unique groundcover . Dark green, grass like foliage & fountain like habit. Lilac purple flowers resemble grape hyacinths. Will grow amongst tree roots in the shade. If foliage gets ratty in winter, mow back to the ground. Divide clumps in spring or fall. Height 12-18”. 

 LOOSESTRIFE – LYSIMACHIA punctata Zone 4

Height 18-24”. Sun to part shade. Divide clumps in spring or fall. Flowers early – late summer.  

Alexander – Lime green leaves with wide ivory margins. New growth is flushed pink in spring then lightens by summer. Bright yellow, star like flowers  

Golden Alexander – Lime green leaves edged in deep creamy yellow. Slightly more compact habit. Starry yellow flowers.

 LUNGWORT – PULMONARIA Zone 4

Raspberry Splash – Height 10-12”. Spread 18-24”.   Raspberry pink flower clusters & dark green, silver spotted leaves.  Part to full shade. Low mounding. Great groundcover. Attracts hummingbirds.  Deer & rabbit resistant. Vigorous grower. Resistant to slugs. 

 LUPIN—LUPINUS Zone 4

Sun to light shade. Attracts hummingbirds & butterflies. Delicate pea shaped flowers form dense spikes. To propagate, remove sideshoots in fall without lifting the entire clump. Native plant. 

My Castle – Height 24-36”. Spikes of brick red flowers in early summer.

Russell Hybrid –  Height 30-36”. Spires of blue, purple, yellow, red & pink 

The Chatelaine – Height 30-36” .Pink and white flower spikes.

The Governor – Height 24-36”. Marine blue & white flowers on tall spikes.

MALTESE CROSS – LYCHINIS arkwrightii Zone 3

Orange Gnome - Height 8”.  Sun . Brilliant orange flowers measuring 1 ½” across are produced in abundance for nearly 8 weeks in summer. Dark green leaves flushed with purplish bronze. Attracts hummingbirds. Divide every 2-3 years in spring to keep vigorous. Regular deadheading may prolong bloom season but leave a few spent flowers if you want the plant to reseed. 

 MILKWEED, SWAMP – ASCLEPIAS incarnata ‘ Cinderella’ Zone 3

Height 3-5’. Sun. Deer resistant. Hassle free perennial offering 3 months of vanilla scented, rose pink flowers in 3-4” compact clusters followed by typical milkweed seed pods. Forms clumps. Non invasive. Attracts hummingbirds & butterflies. Native plant. 

 MONKSHOOD—ACONITUM napellus Zone 4

Height 36”. Sun to part shade. Deer & rabbit resistant. Helmet shaped blue violet flowers all summer. Deeply divided dark green foliage. Upright shape. Rarely has pests & diseases. 

 PEONIES – PAEONIA Zone 3.

Peonies require moist humus rich soil in full sun or light shade. Taller selections and most doubles usually need staking to keep their flower heads up. Cut back to ground in fall. To divide, lift plants in late summer, wash off the soil and cut roots into sections with 4-5 eyes each. Replant divisions placing the eyes no more than 2” below the soil. Planting too deep will keep it from blooming. Height 30”.  

SINGLE PINK

Do Tell—Single orchid pink petals, creamy white to pink centers. 

Sea Shell—Large single flowers of bright pink with yellow centers. 

Westerner—Single orchid pink surrounds butter yellow centers. 

DOUBLE PINK

Sarah Bernhardt – Blooms from early to mid summer. Very large flowers of apple blossom &  rose pink center with silver tips. Old fashioned favorite. 

DOUBLE RED

Rosabel – Midseason flowering. Large rose red flowers. Blooms freely.

Rachel—Double semi rose type of bright crimson. Profuse bloomer in early summer. Fragrant. 

DOUBLE WHITE

Festiva Maxima – Early flowering. Very large white flowers with prominent crimson flakes on some center petals. Tall strong stems. Noticeably fragrant.  Reliable bloomer. One of the most widely cultivated peonies. Blooms late spring. 

 PEONY, TREE – PAEONIA suffruticosa Zone 4

4-6’ at maturity. Zone 4. Dwarf, slow growing woody shrubs. Branches do not die back in the fall and should not be cut to the ground. Grow and treat as a shrub. Older plants produce 50-200 blooms. Sun—part shade.  Colors : Pink – Yaciyotsubaki. Purple – Shimadaijin.  Red – Taiyo. White – Godaishu.. Yellow – Kinshi.  Kinkaku has yellow petals with red edges

 PHLOX, CREEPING (Moss Rose) Phlox subulata Zone 2

Groundcover. Widely grown on slopes and banks and in rock gardens. The 3/4” wide flowers cover the mounds of needle-like foliage and wiry stems. Blooms for several weeks.  Needs full sun. Plant clumps 1’ apart. Divide in fall or take cuttings in spring. Ideal for rock gardens or borders. Attracts butterflies. Native plant.COLORS Blue Emerald. Candy Stripes – Pink & white striped. Fort Hill – Pink. Atropurpurea - red. White Delight – white.

 PHLOX, GARDEN (upright) Phlox paniculata Zone 4

Height 36”. Clump forming perennial with many upright stems holding dense, lance shaped leaves. Fragrant flowers all summer. Full sun or partial shade. Space 24” apart. This clumps to 3 to 5 shoots per plant to provide good air circulation. Cut spent blooms for best rebloom. May need division every 3 years. Attracts hummingbirds & butterflies. Native plant. 

VARIETIES: Blue boy—True blue. Blue paradise – lavender blue with white centers.  Bright eyes—pink with hot pink eye. David—White. Nicky – Magenta. Starfire— Cherry red.  Tenor – Fire engine red.

 PINCUSHION FLOWER—SCABIOSA columnaria Zone 3

Height 20-24”. Pincushion like flowers bloom continually from late spring – late summer.  Deadhead to prolong blooming. Trouble free compact plant. Ideal for sunny areas.  Divide in spring if plant starts to degenerate.  Attracts butterflies.  Butterfly Blue – Height 12-18”. Lavender blue.

Pincushion Pink – Height 10”. Dwarf form. Soft pink flowers.

 POPPY – PAPAVER orientalis Zone 3

Huge flowers with crepe like petals. After bloom cycle is complete the leaves disappear until cooler fall weather returns. New rosette of leaves will then sprout, last all winter and grow again the following spring. Divide in spring. Plant bushy later flowering plants like baby’s breath nearby to fill in the gaps in summer. Deer & rabbit resistant. Attracts hummingbirds. Full sun. Height 30”. Bloom late spring – early summer. 

Beauty of Livermore – Deep oxblood red flowers. One of the finest reds. 

Brilliant Red – Wildfire red flowers.

Queen Alexandra – Bright salmon pink flowers with smooth rounded petals. 

 ROCK CRESS FALSE – AUBRIETA Zone 4

Height 6”.  Vigorous & remains in bloom for many weeks. Shear after flowering to encourage reblooming & again in mid summer for compact growth. Divide in fall to rejuvinate clumps.  Flowers reddish-purple color. Evergreen leaves form a low mat of foliage. Plant between stepping stones, along pathways or in crevices of  unmortared stone walls.  Blooms early – late spring. Sun to part shade. Attracts butterflies.

 RUSSIAN SAGE—PEROVSKIA atriplicifolia Zone 4

Height 36-48”. Small, narrow, finely dissected silvery green scented leaves. Loose open habit. Full sun. Plant 3’ apart. Airy spikes of lavender blue flowers from late summer until fall.  Cut back to 1’ after hard frost for thicker fuller plant next year. Northern zones they often die back to the ground & resprout from roots in spring. Deer resistant. Attracts hummingbirds.

SALVIA verticillata Zone 3

Full sun. Will get leggy in shade. Most species tough & drought tolerant. Cut plants back to ground in early spring or fall. Divide plants in spring & fall as needed. Deer & rabbit resistant. Attracts hummingbirds & butterflies.  Keep deadheaded and it will continue blooming right through fall. Space 15-36” apart. Pair with yarrows, sedums, coneflowers, daylily, coreopsis & daisies.  Height 16-20”.

Blue Hill – Closest to true blue of the salvias. Compact habit.

East Friesland – Violet purple flower spikes.

Marcus – nemerosa. Height 12”. Spread 12-18”. New dwarf version of May Night. Compace dense habit. Violet blue flowers with grey green foliage. 

May Night – Deep violet purple flower spikes.

Plumosa – Distinctly different, thick plume like blossoms. Dusty rose purple. Holds color when dried

 SEDUM - STONECROP Zone 3

Tough as nails  with 3 season interest. Drought tolerant. Rabbit resistant. Attracts butterflies. Well drained soil. Full sun or partial shade. Pinch back new growth in spring to make plants shorter and increase flowers. Flower heads develop in summer & burst into bloom in fall. If left standing, they provide winter interest & food for birds. Low growing varieties form low, tight mats of foliage excellent for covering slopes or as groundcover in sunny, dry areas. If clumps become too crowded divide in spring. 

Autumn Joy - Height 18-24”. Gray-green foliage. Rosy pink flowers when young change to bronze.

Black Jack – Height 24”. Matrona sport. Broad, black purple leaves. 8” wide brilliant pink flower heads.

Brilliant – ‘spectabile’. Height 24”. Flat clusters of rose pink flowers. Smooth grey green leaves.

Cauticola – Height 2”. Attractive groundcover with rounded blue grey leaves. The flowers are pink when young and age to carmine red.

Frosty Morn - Height 24-36”. Variegated  light green leaves with wide white borders. Flower color ranges from white to light pink.

Fulda Glow – ‘spurium’. Height 4”. Bronze red foliage keeps color all season. Rose red flowers 

Kamtschaticum – Height 4-6”. Semi evergreen light green, toothed foliage with dense creeping habit. Bright orange yellow flowers early summer followed by rusty red seed capsules.

Variegated Kamtschaticum – Height 6-8”. Semi evergreen mounding selection with rich green toothed leaves that are tinged white & pink. Orange yellow flowers followed by russet orange seed pods.

Matrona -  Height 18-24”. Gray-green foliage infused with rosy pink & purple stems. Mauve pink flowers change to chocolate brown in winter.

Neon – ‘spectabile’. Height 24”. Bright rose pink flowers & light green leaves.

Purple Emperor – Height 16” Dark purple near black leaves. Clusters dusty pink flowers age to bronze

Red Carpet – Height 3-4”. Rose red tinged foliage keeps it color thru growing season. Turns deep burgundy in fall & winter. Occasionally produces deep carmine red flowers.

Rosy Glow – Height 8”. Blue green leafed with rich ruby red flowers.

 SILVERMOUND -  ARTEMISIA schmidtiana ‘Nana’ Zone 3

Height 12”. Low growing mound shaped plant with silvery gray soft foliage. Good for rock gardens or edging. Tolerates average to poor soils. Full sun. Xeriscape plant. Don’t fertilize or overwater plants. Pair with Autumn Joy sedum or blackeyed susans.

 SNOWDROPS -  ANEMONE sylvestris Zone 3

Height & spread 12-15”. Pure white 2” fragrant white flowers in late spring. May rebloom periodically late summer through fall. Excellent for borders. Sun to part shade. Spreads by rhizomes. Good groundcover for part shade. Deer resistant & rabbit resistant.

 SNOW IN SUMMER  -  CERASTIUM Zone 3

4-6”. Spreading dense plant forms tufts of wooly silvery gray leaves. Bright white flowers are borne late spring & early summer. Effective in rock gardens or in edgings. Deer & rabbit resistant. Full sun. 

 SOAPWORT – SAPONARIA ocymoides. Zone 3

Height 8”. Forms a nice mat of semi evergreen foliage that works well as a filler between stones on a path, in crevices of walls or in rock gardens. Small bright pink flowers appear in early summer. Deer resistant. Attracts hummingbirds & butterflies. Sun. Great groundcover. Divide in spring or fall. 

SPEEDWELL - VERONICA Zone 3

Deer resistant. Attracts hummingbirds & butterflies. Remove spent blossoms to prolong blooming. Divide every 4 years in spring or fall. . Sun to part shade. Plant with yellow daylilies, yarrows or butterfly weed  for spectacular show. Deer resistant. 

Red Fox – Height 12-15”. Bright fuchsia pink flower spikes in excess of 5 weeks.

Royal Candles – Height 15-18”. Masses of violet blue flower spikes. Bottom foliage does not die out.

Sunny Border Blue – Height 18-24”. Violet blue spikes. One of the most popular varieties.

White Icicle - 

 SWEET PEA – LATHYRUS latifolius Zone 3

Height 4-6’. Sun to part shade. Delicate flowers in shades of rose, pink & white. Blooms prolifically all summer long. Similar to annual sweet pea without fragrance. Requires support to twine around.

 TOAD LILY – TRICYRITIS hirta Zone 4

Part sun to shade. Beautifully arching, hairy stems with green lance shaped leaves. . Plant where unique flowers can be viewed up close. Long lived & easy to grow. Divide in spring. Flower late summer – early fall. Small white orchid like flowers & green leaves.  Unique perennial for shade. 

Miyazaki hybrids – Height 36”. White flowers heavily spotted with purple, 

Gilt Edge – Height 24”. Leaves edged in yellow. White flowers heavily spotted & streaked with purple. 

YARROW—ACHILLEA Zone 3

Color for summer gardens. Reblooms for weeks when old blossoms are removed. Feathery foliage. Best in full sun. Plant 2-3’ apart. No need to coddle this plant. Divide every 2 to 3 years early spring or fall. Remove any dead stems from center of clump. Excellent for cutting. Pick them for drying when they have good color but before turning brown. . Deer & rabbit resistant. Attracts butterflies. 

Coronation Gold – Height 36”. Large clusters of golden yellow flowers. Superb cut or dry. 

Moonshine — Height 24”. Brilliant yellow flowers & silvery foliage. 

Paprika – Height 24”. Apple red & paprika color with yellow centers. Grey green foliage.

Summer Pastels – Height 24”. Assorted colors of white, cream, lemon, yellow, salmon, orange, red, even lilac & purple. Dark green foliage. Mat like habit.  Full sun to light shade. 

Terra Cotta—Height 36”. Multicolored selection changing display of salmon-peach, terra cotta orange & yellow orange flowers. All 3 colors on plant at same time. Silvery ferny foliage. 

 YELLOW ARCHANGEL - LAMIASTRUM galeobdolon Zone 4.

Part to full shade. Will tolerate some direct sun in northern areas. Divide clumps early spring or fall. Tough fast growing groundcover dor difficult spots, such as dry shade. Combine with spring blumbs & early wildflowers, or with ferns on moist sites. Deer & rabbin resistant.

Silver Spangled – Height 9-15”. Blooms late spring – early summer with yellow flowers. Green leaves with silver spotty overlay. Sparkles in the shade. 

 YUCCA filamentosa ‘Bright Edge’ Zone 4

Clusters of bell shaped flowers over upright leathery swordlike leaves in large evergreen rosettes. Full sun or light shade. Divide offsets (called pups) in spring or fall. Bold in foliage & in flower. Deer & rabbit resistant. Native plant.  Bright Edge – Height 2-3’. 3’ flower spikes. Sword like green leaves with bright golden yellow edge radiate upwards from a central crown. Remains upright all year except under heavy snow. Sturdy stalks bear creamy white flowers early – mid summer. 

FRUIT & NUTS

APPLES - Plant two different kinds

Generally not self fertile. Cross pollination occurs only when varieties bloom at approximately the same time. Length of bloom is usually 7-15 days. Early bloomers should be planted with early or midseason bloomers and late bloomers with late and midseason bloomers.  In orchard planting all trees should be within 100’ of pollinator tree. Wind does not carry pollen from one tree to another. Consequently bees are indispensable in an orchard. Use one good hive per acre. Standard size trees reach 20—25 by 25’ wide at maturity’. Semi-dwarf 12-15’ by 14’ wide and dwarf trees 9’ - 12’ by 10’ wide. Dwarf rootstock reduces the size of the tree, not the fruit. Bud unions on dwarf trees should be planted at least 2” above ground level to avoid scion-rooting & loss of dwarf characteristics.

APPLE - CORTLAND (Ben Davis x McIntosh 1915) Mid season  Fall - Winter  

Height 10-18’. Zone 4. Hardy -40. Older well known variety. Medium sized bright red fruit with a sprightly tropical flavor. White flesh holds its color well after being cut. Excellent for eating and cooling. 

 APPLE - EMPIRE (McIntosh x Red Delicious NY 1966) Mid season Winter 

Hardy -30. Medium size round firm waxy red fruit. Sweet flavor & firm texture. Great for fresh eating.  Excellent pollinator. Resistant to mildew & fire blight. Grown by many commercial orchards. Good for cider, fresh eating and is a high quality dessert apple. Stores well. Ripens 2 weeks after McIntosh. 

 APPLE - FIRESIDE  (McIntosh x Longfield 1943) 
Late season  Winter 

Zone 4.  Large red striped fruit with a sweet pleasant flavor. Excellent for eating. Good storage life. One of the most popular apples in Minnesota. Resistant to cedar-apple rust. 

 APPLE - FREEDOM (NY 1985)     Mid season
               Winter 

Hardy -45. Large bright red striped fruit. Crisp, juicy flesh with slight tart taste. Perfect for fresh eating, sauce and cider. Keeps well in cold storage. Delevoped for disease resistance. Immune to apple scap & resistant to mildew, cedar apple rust & fireblight. Does not require fungicide sprays.  

 APPLE - FUJI    (Ralls Janet x Delicious) 
               Winter

medium to large fruit with yellow-green skin striped or flushed orange-red. The flesh is white, firm, crunchy, very sweet, with excellent flavor. Superb fresh; good for cooking. Ripens mid-September, though fruit will be sweeter if left on the tree into October even Nov. 

 APPLE - GALA  (Gld Delicious x Cox's Orange Pippin) Late .  Summer - Fall 

Height 10-18’. Zone 4. Yellow blushed red fruit of medium size. Yellow flesh is crisp, firm, juicy, very sweet and aromatic. Great for eating fresh. OK for cooking

 APPLE - GOLDEN DELICIOUS  (WV 1890) Late        Winter


Zone 5. Round bright golden yellow fruit. Firm, crisp & juicy flesh. Good flavor for eating & cooking. Stores well. Ideal pollinator. Honeygold good substitute.

APPLE - GRANNY SMITH (Aus 1868)
Early blooming
      Winter 

Zone 5. Large waxy, green fruit. Firm and bruise resistant. Hard, crisp, juicy flesh. Annual and early bearing, heavy producer. Late maturing variety that keeps well. Good pollinator for Red & Gold Delicious. 

APPLE – HONEYGOLD (Gold Delicious x Haralson 1969)  Mid    Winter

Zone 4. Medium to large yellow apple. Fruit is crisp juicy & sweet. Excellent for fresh eating as well as cooking. Medium storage life. Similar to Gold Delicious but hardier. 

APPLE - IDA RED (Jonathan x Wagener)  
 Early Bloomer
Winter

Height 10-18’. Zone 4. Large red fruit crisp fine sweet juicy flesh. Late keeping dessert apple.

 APPLE - LIBERTY (NY 1979) 
Early Blooming
Fall - Winter

Zone 4. Most disease resistant apple developed selected for resistance to apple scab & cedar apple rust. Crisp & juicy sprightly flavored ‘McIntosh’ type fruit. High quality eating & cooking apple. Keeps well. Does not require fungicidal sprays.  

 APPLE - MACOUN  (McIntosh x Jersey Black 1923) 
Mid 
Winter 

Zone 4. Aromatic ‘Mcintosh’ type dessert apple. Medium size dark purple red fruit with white flesh & very high quality. Crisp texture & well balanced flavor. . 

APPLE - McINTOSH (Fameuse x Detroit Red 1870)
 Midseason Fall Winter 

Zone 4. Well known older apple with sprightly flavor. Nearly solid bright red fruit. Very tender juicy white flesh. Bears young, annually & abundantly. Good for eating, baking and desserts. 

 APPLE - MUTSU (CRISPIN) (Gold Del x Indo variety)  Late 
Winter 

Zone 4. Large yellow  fruit. Distinct spicy flavor.  Late bloomer. Early annual producer. 

APPLE - NORTHERN SPY  

Late blooming 
Winter 

Height 10-18’. Zone 4. Large round tender fruit. Large, productive, late bloomer. Dessert and processing apple. Keeps well. Juicy with sweet pleasant flavor. 

 APPLE - NORTHWEST GREENING (Golden Russet x Alexander  1895) Mid season Winter. Zone 4. Large greenish-yellow apple a good keeper. Flesh is dense & tart. Great for cooking. 

 APPLE - RED DELICIOUS  (1895 Harrold strain) Late Bloom 
Winter

Zone 5. Striped to solid large red waxy fruit. Flesh is light yellow, crisp with rich sweet flavor. High yielding, Famous fresh eating and salad variety. 

 APPLE - STATE FAIR  (Manet x Oriole 1978) Early. Late July early Aug.

Zone 3. Medium sized red striped fruit, Flavor is sprightly tart, good for eating & baking. Good texture, All purpose apple. One of the better early varieties for northern growers. 

APPLE - SWEET SIXTEEN (MN447 x Northern Spy)    Midseason      Fall 

Zone 4. Medium size dark red striped fruit with crisp juicy texture. Excellent sweet unusual flavor – like cherry candy. Outstanding dessert apple. Good storage quality. Fire blight resistant.

 APPLE—WEALTHY (Cherry Crab x Sops of Wine1860)  Early to mid. Fall

Zone 3. Striped red fruit with tart balanced flavor. Multi purpose but especially good for cooking. Often bears fruit first year. Keeps well. Very hardy. 

 APPLE - WINESAP—STAYMAN 

Midseason 
Winter

Zone 4. Large red fruit  which keeps well. Flesh crisp, fine texture with zest. Fresh eating, salad or desserts. 

 APRICOTS - Plant 2 kinds for best fruit set

Apricots are self fertile. In colder regions plant a second type to promote the heaviest fruit set possible. Frost damage may remove many of the young fruit. Dwarf size 10-14’.

APRICOT – MOONGOLD

Zone 4. Light orange skin. Sweet slightly acidic flavor. Blooms late April. Ripens mid July before Sungold. Fruit hangs on tree until ripe. Early variety. Used for jam and sauce. Freestone. Sungold recommended pollinator.  

 APRICOT - MOORPARK 

Zone 5. Large fruit with red blush. Yellow flesh with excellent flavor. Sweet and juicy. Freestone. Good for preserves, canning or eat them fresh. Self pollinating but will produce more fruit with pollinator. Ripens early August. 

 APRICOT – SCOUT

Zone 3. Bronze gold, blushed with red fruit. Flesh is deep yellow, fine and tender. Ripens early august, blooms early may. Good for desserts, canning and jam. Freestone. Produces more fruit with pollinator. 

 APRICOT - SUNDROP APRICOT 

Zone 4. Medium,  bright orange flesh. Sweet  mild flavor. Not self-fruitful.  Ripens late July. Consistent producers. 

 APRICOT – SUNGOLD 

Zone 4. Bright, clear gold skin. Flesh is orange, tender, juicy. Flavor is mild and sweet. Hangs on tree until  ripe. Fine for desserts and processing. Freestone. Blooms late April . Recommend Moongold for pollinator. . 

 ASPARAGUS

Plant roots about a foot apart, being sure the crowns are not touching another in the planting trench. Plant crown about 2 inches deep and plan to add topsoil over the crowns as the bed matures. Shallow crowns produce spindly asparagus spears; deep crowns grow more shallow with each years growth. Spear will appear in a matter of weeks after spring planting. Zone 3. 

Mary Washington—Strong growing suitable for freezing. Rust resistant. 

Jersey Giant—All male hybrid selection. Resistant to rust. Tolerates crown rot & fusarium.
BLACKBERRIES

Erect to nearly erect canes grow in any well drained soil. Mulch to retain moisture. Remove fruiting canes after picking fruit. Prune to 5’ to promote lateral branching does acceptably Zone 4 with winter protection .  

 BLACKBERRY - DARROW  - Zone 4

Noted for its vigor, reliable heavy production, firmness and good quality. Hardier than other selections. Juicy with honey sweet, true blackberry flavor. Large berries, 1” long, 3/4” wide, Excellent for all purposes. Fruit ripens July and continues for 2-3 weeks. Produces young. 

 BLACKBERRY EL DORADO

Zone 4. Fruit is large, black, glossy; flavor sweet and tangy. Ripens early. Upright growth habit. Hardy. Resistant to orange rust. 

BLACKBERRY - THORNFREE - Zone 4

Medium large fruit; blunt conic. Skin glossy black. Flavor good, tart and adheres firmly. Canes thornless, semi-upright 7-8’ long. Very productive canes.

 HIGHBUSH BLUEBERRIES

Plant two kinds. Crop & fruit size increased by planting more than one variety. Good soil should be modified toward high acidity. Heavy annual application of pine needle mulch or plain sulfur will do the trick. Plant a small bed or patch rather than a long row to provide adequate water and bird protection. Adequate water is a must during fruit set, enlargement and ripening. Insufficient water results in small poor quality berries. Screening for birds may be necessary. Plant about 2-3’ apart. Space rows 6-8’ apart.  Full sun. Zone 4. 

 BLUEBERRY – BLUE CROP   

EARLY TO MID-SEASON          

Height 4-6’. Spread 3’. Upright shape. Yield is consistent, ranging from 10-20 lbs per plant at maturity depending on cultural care. Fruit size is large with 65 berries per cup. Berry quality is firm and bright blue. Fiery red fall color. Very hardy and drought resistant.. 

 BLUEBERRY – BLUE RAY 

EARLY TO MID-SEASON

Height 6’. Outstanding flavor. Does well with hot summer or very cold winters. Consistent yield ranging from 10-20 lbs per plant at maturity depending on cultural care. Large fruit - 60 berries per cup. Berry quality is firm and bright blue. Very hardy and drought resistant.

BLUEBERRY—CHIPPEWA                                                   MIDSEASON 

Mature size 4’ x 3’. Produces large light blue berries. Ripens a week earlier than Northblue. 

 BLUEBERRY HIGH BUSH

Grows to 10 feet tall and has clusters of small, bell-shaped, white flowers. Leaves turn bright red in the fall. Best known for its fruit, which is eaten by many animals, including humans. Found on the edges of marshes, lakes, ponds, and streams. It is also seen in open areas of woods. It does not like shade. Zone 4. 

 BLUEBERRY – NORTHCOUNTRY   Early season mid july

Northsky sibling with larger more productive plants. Fruits approx. 5 days earlier than Northblue & extends for 2-3 weeks. Mature plants 18-24” tall by 30-40” wide. 

 BLUEBERRY - NORTHLAND  


MID-SEASON                          

Height 3-4’ at maturity. Fruit is small, dark blue and has a wild berry flavor. Has limber branches which do not break under heavy snow loads and adapts well to sub-zero climates. 

 BLUEBERRY—NORTHSKY              Early season mid july

Height 12-18” & spread 24-30”. Medium sized fruit with good flavor. Abundant producer.

 BLUEBERRY—PATRIOT                  Early season mid july

Very hardy. Highly productive. Slightly spreading, upright, open habit grow 4 to 6 feet tall & yield 10 to 20 lbs. of fruit. Very large fruit with good flavor for fresh use, preserves or freezing. Fiery orange fall foliage. Adapts to many soil types

 BOYSENBERRY

 Zone 4. Canes are thornless, growing along the ground reaching 8-10’ in length. Canes need support. Fruit is large, wine-red almost black. Juicy, soft when ripe. Tart in flavor.  To grow, most plants are tied to supports or wires to limit their trailing habit. Fruits are sweeter, ripen sooner and are in looser clusters. Not winter hardy & need protection from cold temperatures. Plants should be untied from supports and lain horizontally after the ground starts freezing. Cover canes with straw or loose hay at least a foot or more. Prune boysenberries in a similar fashion to blackberries.

CHERRY

SOUR - PIE CHERRIES—Not truly ‘sour’, these are the bright red cherries used for pies, cheesecake topping, etc. Also delightful eaten fresh. Late spring frost may occasionally injure the blossoms on these early- blooming pie cherries, a problem that can be prevented by planting in a protected spot near a house or barn. Because cold air flows downhill, try to plant cherry trees on or near the top of hillsides. Grow best in rich, well drained soils. Bear fruit on 2-4 years given good care &  planted in a favorable location. 

 CHERRY— BALI Zone 3 - self fertile 

Deep, dark red 1” fruit  ripens in Aug. Great for fresh eating, but not really considered a ‘sweet’ cherry. Fruit buds hardy to –43 & tree is hardy to –54. Discovered in Canada.  

 CHERRY  METEOR Dwarf - self fertile

Height 8-12’. Zone 3. More vigorous than North Star. Large bright red fruit with yellow, tart juicy meaty flesh good for pies, compote or sauce. Large heavy dark green foliage shields fruit from sunscald and birds.  Blooms in May, ripens in July. Space 10-15’ apart.

CHERRY - NORTH  STAR Dwarf - self fertile 

Mature height of only 10-15’. Plant 10 - 15’ apart. Zone 4.  Large freestone fruit retains quality on the tree up to 2 weeks after ripe.  Turns light red to mahogany color. Great for pies. Heavy crops. Blooms May & ripens mid-June to early July.  Space 10-15’ apart. 

CHERRY - MONTMORENCY (Swt cherry x Prunus tomentosa) Self fertile

Mature height of 20’ in northern climates if not pruned smaller. Standard for comparison in sour cherries. Known since 1600’s. Vigorous growing high producing long lived tree. Space 25-35’ apart. Large tart red fruit for pies & preserves. Firm and juicy fruit.  Ripens late June.  

 CHERRIES - SWEET    Zone 5

Sweet cherries need a pollinizer with the exception of Stella

 CHERRY - BING  

Zone 5. Black cherry. Sold flesh and flavor of the highest quality. Fine shipping market variety. Good for fresh eating or canning. 

 CHERRY  - BLACK TARTARIAN.  

 Zone 5. Fruit is large purplish-black fruit. Exceptional producer once established. Use for canning,  preserves or for fresh eating. Ripens mid-June/July.  

 CHERRY  - KRISTIN.  

Hardiest sweet cherry. Purple-black fruit. Vigorous  & heavy cropping. Ripens mid-July. Proven winter hardy parts of Zone 4 

 CHERRY— MESABI - self fertile 

Zone 4. Long stemmed, red fleshed fruits with sugar content halfway between pie & bing cherries. Pyramidal tree grows to a height of 12’. Fruit resembles Meteor with smaller pit. Blooms approx. May 10. Ripens approx July 12.  

 CHERRY - ROYAL ANNE

Pale white/yellow fruit with bright red cheeks. Firm, juicy flesh. Fine very sweet flavor. Pollinate with any sweet cherry except Bing. Ripens mid June to early July. Birds tend not to ‘see them’

 CHERRY SWEET - STELLA  self- fertile

Black skin & flesh.  Ripens early July. Juicy,  firm flesh. Self fertile.  Excellent for fresh eating. 

 CRANBERRY VIBURNUM

 CRANBERRYBUSH, WENTWORTH VIBURNUM trilobum ‘Wentworth’

Height & spread 10-12’. Zone 2. heavy fruiting, less tart form of American Cranberrybush. Excellent tasting fruit, good for preserves.  Attracts birds.  Red fall foliage. Sun to part shade.

 CURRANT

Very winter hardy, self fruitful shrub producing clusters of small red berries in July, used in preserves and pies. Plant in full sun or light shade, 4 ft. apart. Water regularly during season for optimum fruit size. Mature 4 yr old plant should yield at least a six quart basket of berries. Does well in nearly all soil conditions that are well drained. Fruit is produced in clusters on 2-3 year old wood. Periodic pruning of older canes is advised.

 CURRANT -  RED LAKE 

Height 4’. Spread 3’. Zone 3. Upright shape. Extremely hardy, abundantly productive red currant. Best known variety for jellies, compotes, & fresh eating. Large, juicy fruit ripens in mid-July. Plant 3-5’ apart. Disease resistant.  

 CURRANT - CRUSADER BLACK 

The strong flavor of black currants is familiar to most Europeans but fairly knew to the American palate. They are used mostly in jams and juices. Plants bear fruit in 2nd year. Mature height 4’. Plant 3’ apart.  Zone 3. Vigorous grower produces consistent yields of dark black berries in July and Aug. Excellent rust resistance. 

 CURRANT—CONSORT 

Zone 3. Self fertile variety ripens late in the season with medium sized black fruits with strong flavor. Very productive, immune to white pine blister rust, moderately susceptible to powdery mildew. 

 ELDERBERRY

ELDERBERRY ADAMS and YORK                          Sambucus canadensis

Height & spread 8-12’. Zone 3. A pretty ornamental and fruit bush.  Large clusters of blue-black  fruits. Berries are ideal for pies, jam, juices and wine. Tolerates wet locations well, is productive and hardy with lovely fall foliage. Plant 6-8’ apart. To ensure pollination and abundant fruit set plant with more than one variety.

 GOOSEBERRY

Very hardy. Grows well in any well drained soil. Fruit is produced on 2-3 year old wood. Pruning of older canes is advised. Great for culinary  purposes. 

 GOOSEBERRY -  CAPTIVATOR 

Height 4’. Spread 3’. Zone 4. Semi-thornless. Mid season ripening with medium size red fruit with good flavor. Few spines. Great producer. 

GOOSEBERRY - PIXWELL 

Height 4’. Spread 3’. Zone 3.  Very productive upright shrub. Produces fruit on 2-3 year old wood. Pale green fruit becoming  pink when ripe. Practically thornless. Plant 3’ apart. 

GRAPES

Grows best in rich gravely-loam soil. Support on a 2 strand wire fence or trellis. Very cold regions should be pruned to a low-headed double trunk so that the tough woody part stays close to the ground and the more flexible canes can be bent down to be covered with mulch in winter. With proper cultivation, should produce in 1-2 years. This varies with soil and climate type. Plants should be spaced 6-8’ apart with 6-8’ between rows. 

 GRAPE—BETA—blue black

Zone 3. Blue black excellent grape for juice or jelly. Vigorous. 

 GRAPE - CANADICE - early red seedless grape

Zone 4. Ripens 2 weeks before Concord. Vigorous plant.  Fresh eating. 

 GRAPE - CATAWBA Red 

Zone 4. A red variety of medium sized clusters and berries. Vigorous and hardy. Standard wine and juicy variety making a fruity  type wine. 

 GRAPE - CONCORD - blue/black grape

Zone 4. Best known, most popular blue-black table grape. Vigorous winter hardy vines. Widely used in juice, wine and fresh eating. 

GRAPE - CONCORD SEEDLESS  - blue/black seedless grape

Zone 4. Fruit resembles Concord in color & flavor. Clusters & berries are smaller & usually seedless. Useful  for jelly and jam. 

GRAPE - EDELWEISS - white grape

Hardy -40 to 50. Ripens early, bearing heavy clusters. Excellent for juice and fresh eating. Produces a very fruity wine with a ‘foxy’ flavor. High sugar content. Vigorous, hardy vines. 

 GRAPE - FREDONIA - blue/black grape

Hardy to -40 with occasional winter injury. Large, blue slipskin, excellent for juice, fresh eating and wine. Similar to Concord but ripens 2 weeks earlier. 

GRAPE - HIMROD SEEDLESS White

Zone 5. Long, loose clusters of yellow-gold medium size berries. Hardy, high quality, seedless white variety. Excellent for home garden and table use. 

 GRAPE - INTERLAKEN SEEDLESS White

Zone 5. Golden yellow variety. Medium size berries & clusters. High quality for fresh eating.

 GRAPE—MARS SEEDLESS Blue

Zone 5. Blue seedless table grape. Vigorous. Good resistance to most common grape diseases

 GRAPE - NIAGARA - white grape

Zone 4.  Light green , long clusters of large berries. Turns whitish when ripe. Dessert variety, for juice and is widely used in wine.

 GRAPE—RELIANCE SEEDLESS RED

Zone 5. Medium- large clusters of medium size berries. Excellent flavor. Vigorous winter hardy with a little protection. Great fresh eating, wine & juice.

 GRAPE—ST CROIX red 

Zone 5. Sweet red grape suitable for both wine & dessert. Highly productive vines. 

 GRAPE—SWENSON RED

Large round red grape with high sugar content. Crisp yet tender texture. Hardy to –30. Plant in zone 4 with protection. 

 GRAPE—THOMPSON SEEDLESS GREEN 

Best-selling grape in the US. Medium-sized very sweet with a thin, pale green skin. It contains no seeds. Use fresh or for raisins. Thin clusters for larger berries.

 GRAPE—VALIANT Blue

Zone 3. Equals or exceeds Beta in hardiness. Matures earlier. Blue grape. Skin does not adhere to flesh & free of astringency. 

  HORSERADISH

Large, course, weedy looking herb. Grows best in rich moist soils and cool regions, but can survive in a wide range of soils & climates. Roots may be dug in winter or spring and will replenish themselves if a few roots are left in the soil. Plant 8-10 “ apart in 2 rows.

 KIWI

KIWI - ISSAI Sub zero hardy, disease & pest free. Bears delicious fruit & needs no pollinizer. Does well in pot with half day sun or in good garden soil. Usually bears in 2nd year.  Height 8-10’. Can be grown on fence or wall. Ready to harvest in mid-late September. 

 MULBERRY

Height & spread 30-50’. Zone 4. Fast growing. Fertilize before June 1. Sweet edible fruit white, red or purple. Similar shape & size to blackberry. Great for a ‘bait’ crop to distract birds from other fruit trees/bushes. Good dried, fresh or in pies. Spread sheet or tarps under tree & shaking gently to harvest.  

 MULBERRY RED                                                                     MORUS rubra

Height & spread 40-50’. Zone 4. More open & irregular shaped than Russian variety. Red fruits turning dark purple. Edible & relished by birds. Prefers moist rich soils. 

 WEEPING FRUITING MULBERRY                           MORUS alba ‘pendula’

Height 15’. Spread 15-20’. Zone 3. White to violet purple fruits in July/August. Full sun. Large glossy green leaves. Brilliant fall color. 

NUTS

Nut trees not only enhances your baked goods but for your grandchildren, they’ll provide shade, wildlife habitat, nuts & rare lumber. Grow very fast in rich soil. Tolerates wetter soils than fruit trees but will drown if roots are sitting in water all year round. A little extra fuss & care during this first important year will yield a beautiful tree. Use 2 of the same trees to produce a good quantity of filled nuts. Space 30’ apart for best nut production or for timber space 8’ apart. When will they yield nuts? Varies widely with species, soil, climate & care. General guidelines 4-10 years. 

 CHESTNUT— AMERICAN                                            CASTANEA dentata

Height 90-100’. Zone 4. Seed collected from reportedly blight resistant (not guaranteed) hardy isolated native stand in the west. Large sweet edible nuts. 

CHESTNUT - CHINESE                                                 Castanea mollissima

Height & spread 40-60’. Zone 4.  Edible fruit. Full sun. Tough tree. Blight resistant variety. Medium size spreading ornamental tree that bears large nuts up to 1” across. 

HAZELNUT (FILBERT)                                                     Corylus americana

Height 15-18’. Spread 10-15’. Zone 4. Nuts mature late fall. Full sun or light shade.  

 HEARTNUT—JAPANESE WALNUT                          JUGLANS ailantifolia

Height 50’ with broad spreading crown. Zone 4. Very ornamental, tropical appearance with long nut clusters. Excellent quality nuts. 

 WALNUT BLACK                                                                  JUGLANS nigra

Height & spread 75-90’. Zone 4. Large tree. Thick shelled nuts with nutmeat having a rare and rich flavor. Very valuable timber. Slow growing. Yellow green fall color. Likes lots of sun

 WALNUT, ENGLISH CARPATHIAN                  JUGLANS regia carpathian

Height 30-40’. Zone 4. Large thin shelled nuts. Rather fast growing. Light, well drained soil. 

 WALNUT  WHITE (Butternut)                                          JUGLANS cinerea

Height 40-60’. Spread 30-50’. Zone 3. Native to NY. Commonly found on moist soils along stream banks, roads & fences. Fast growing. Not shade tolerant. Sweet edible seeds. Lumber used for furniture. Very hardy. 

PEACHES - SELF FRUITFUL

Normally trees are self fertile, although bees are a big help on pollen transfer. 

 PEACH  - ELBERTA  

Zone 5. Very large fruit. Resistant to brown rot. Skin red blushed over a deep golden yellow color. Yellow juicy freestone flesh. High quality eating and canning variety.  Vigorous & compact. Ripens late Aug. Self fertile. 

 PEACH - HALE HAVEN

Zone 5. Yellow skin fruit with red blush. Freestone. High yielding, high quality disease resistant variety. Self fertile.

 PEACH - REDHAVEN 

Zone 5.  Bright red fruit is yellow fleshed, medium to large size. Flavorful, sweet and firm. Not full freestone until it ripens. Hardy and vigorous grower that surpasses many other varieties is disease resistance and hardiness. bears young. Abundant fruit set.  Hardy early peach good for fresh eating, freezing and canning.

PEACH - RELIANCE

Zone 5. Hardiest yellow-fleshed freestone. Very winter hardy. Skin dark red. Juicy sweet freestone flesh. Vigorous fast growing. Bears young. Very bud  hardy. Self fertile.  

 PEARS - plant two different kinds

Pears require less pruning than apples. Growth habit is columnar more than spreading which allows them to be spaced closer together, about  20’ apart.  Most need to be cross-pollinated by a different variety in order  to produce bountiful crops and insure good pollination, although a few are self-fruitful. If planted in good soil and maintained adequately should yield fruits in 2-4 years.  Some varieties do better if picked when partially ripe and finished indoors.

 PEAR - BARTLETT

Zone 5.  Large golden yellow  fruit with white juicy flesh. Excellent for fresh eating or canning.  Vigorous, highly productive and long lived.  Bears young. 

 PEAR – BOSC

Zone 5. Old time French variety with large high quality russeted fruit. Tender juicy yellowish flesh. Good for fresh use or canning. Matures in early October. Vigorous grower. Bartlette is a good pollinator. 

 PEAR - KIEFFER 

Zone 4. Blight resistant. Bears large, rich yellow fruits every season often in areas other varieties won’t grow well. Bears fruit while still young tree. Fruit should be picked when it’s hard ripe and allowed to reach it flavor peak stored in a cool place. 

 PEAR - LUSCIOUS

Zone 4. A high quality dessert pear for the north. Large, very juicy, sweet and firm, yet melting. Flavor similar but more intense than Bartlett. It ripens in storage 7-10 days after harvest &  remains excellent for fresh eating  about 2 weeks. Not a good pollinator. 

 PEAR - MOONGLOW 

Zone 5. Fruit is medium size, yellow with soft white, juicy flesh. Matures one week before Bartlett and requires a pollinator.
PEAR—PARKER Zone 4.

Seedling of a Manchurian pear. Large yellow bronze fruit. Fine grained, tender and juicy. Upright vigorous grower. Good pollinator for Luscious.

 PEAR – SECKEL 

Zone 4. Small russet colord fruit with sweet & spicy flavor. Firm flesh well suited to cooking & canning.  Ripens Aug or Sept. Blight resistant. Bosc good pollinator, Bartlett poor pollinator. 

 PEAR—SUMMERCRISP Zone 4

Hardiest pear free of fireblight. Annual bearer, Blooms early May. Fruit should be harvested in mid Aug when crisp and still green with a red blush. Fruit harvested at that time is sweet and crisp and may be stored up to 3 months.

 PEAR - URE Zone 3

 Fruit is greenish-yellow, very juicy, approximately 2” in diameter. Has sturdy branching. Fruit ripens mid Sept and is good for eating and canning. 

 PLUMS  - Need pollinizer

Since they bud out and flower early, late spring freezes are a hazard often freezing flower buds or flowers.. A heavy mulch around the trees in late fall will often hold the cold in the ground long enough to delay spring flowering for a few days to a week, which is often enough to make a difference between crop success and failure. Use Toka or American for pollinators. 

 PLUM—AMERICAN 
                                           
Prunus americana 

Zone 2.  Height 15-20’. Spread 10-12’. Small tree or large shrub. White flowers in early may. Red or yellow edible fruit used for jams & jellies. Yellow-orange fall color. Very hardy & drought resistant. Excellent for wildlife planting. Great for pollinator. 

 PLUM—MOUNT ROYAL – European plum

Zone 4. Blue fruit often eaten off tree. Excellent for dessert, jam & preserves. Tender, juicy flesh. Considered best blue cultivar. Ripens approx Aug 20. Freestone. Self fertile

 PLUM—PIPESTONE 

Very attractive red plum with a golden blush. Sweet, juicy, yellow flesh with excellent quality. Immense size red fruit. Good for fresh use, jam & jelly. Very hardy. Ripens mid season. Clingstone. 

 PLUM—SANTA ROSA 

Large, deep crimson fruit. Flesh is purple near the skin & yellow streaked with pink near the pit. Prolific bearer. Use fresh, canning or for desserts. Zone 5. 

 PLUM - STANLEY PRUNE (European)  

Zone 4. Large dark blue fruit. Flesh firm, colored yellow. Produces large annual crops. Good fresh, for dessert, canning, jams, jellies or dried. Early bearer, ripens late summer. Free stone.  

 PLUM - SUPERIOR  

Zone 4. Large deep red fruit. Peels like peach. Freestone flesh. Grows faster and larger than most trees . Good pollinator.  Ripens early Aug. Good for fresh eating, dessert, jam & jelly

PLUM - TOKA 

Zone 3. Medium size fruit with red skin with apricot hue. Flesh firm, yellow with rich, spicy flavor. Heavy producers. Use for canning or eating fresh. Very hardy plum for northern climates. Excellent pollinator tree. 

 PLUM - TOKA 

Zone 3. Medium size fruit with red skin with apricot hue. Flesh firm, yellow with rich, spicy flavor. Heavy producers. Use for canning or eating fresh. Very hardy plum for northern climates. Excellent pollinator tree. 

 RASPBERRIES - self fruitful

Biennial canes. Fruit borne on last years canes. Remove canes after fruiting. Red types sucker from the roots. Black & purple varieties develop from tips of plants which root to the ground. Set plants in rows 2-3’ apart instead of patches. Will sucker making new plants by sending out shoots from the roots. To limit their expansion rototill between rows 3-4 times a season. Prune out old and dead canes each year. Likes lots of organic matter.

 RASPBERRY - AMITY Zone 3.

Red everbearing variety. Canes are nearly smooth, 4-5’ high & vigorous. Firm medium large berry. Has large raspberry aphid resistance, some mildew & other disease resistance. Production somewhat higher & begins maturing up to a week earlier than Heritage. 

 RASPBERRY - BLACK HAWK Zone 4

Large, jet black berries, very firm. Yields heavily.  

 RASPBERRY - CUMBERLAND Zone 4. 

 Most widely grown black raspberry. Plants are tall & vigorous. Sweet berries with a fine flavor. Good for canning and freezing. 

 RASPBERRY - FALL GOLD Zone 4

Everbearing raspberry. Golden yellow variety has 2 full crops a year. Spring crop & a 2nd  crop July-August right up until a hard frost. Very sweet and juicy. Firm, extra large conical berries. Excellent for all purposes. 

 RASPBERRY - HERITAGE  - Zone 4

Everbearing variety with medium sized red fruit with very good flavor and quality. First crop mid-July. Second crop Sept. 1. Excellent all purpose variety.  Often bears 1st Sept following planting. Fruit remains in good condition on plant even when overripe. 

 RASPBERRY - LATHAM - Zone  4

Large firm red-pink berries ripen over a long period. A sure cropper for home & commercial use. Ripens over a long period.
RHUBARB

Grows best in rich moist soil but does well in nearly all soil conditions. Stalks should not be harvested the first summer. Pull stalks, do not cut from plant. Leaves are toxic and must be  removed from stalks before eating. Addition of compost beneficial to established plantings. 

Canada Red – Bright red stems delicious for sauces & pies. One of the sweetest.

SERVICEBERRY - JUNEBERRY - SHADBLOW

Similar to blueberry in looks & taste. Fruit hangs in clusters from spreading 6-10’ tall. Suckering or sprouting stems from the roots is a desirable quality as it increases fruiting capacity of the bush. Easier to grow than blueberries since they don’t require acid soil. Grows well in a variety of soils, but prefers a loamy site that can be moist, but not constantly wet. Space plants 6-8’ apart or more. Space ‘Autumn Brilliance’ 10-15’ apart. For hedge effect, space closer. Zone 4. Tree or shrub. Delicate, airy & graceful with large white flowers. Fruits quite showy, purple-black & sweet. Used for pies & jellies. Bright coppery-orange in fall

 STRAWBERRY

 Fort Laramie – Everbearing. Zone 3. Extremely hardy. Large fruit with outstanding flavor.  Can be used in hanging baskets. 

Ogallala – Everbearing. Zone 3. Medium to large fruit carrying good size thru season. Aroma mild. Processes well.

Ozark Beauty – Everbearing. Zone 3. Fruit long necked. Mild sweet flavor. Very productive.

Quinalt – Very large firm fruit. High yielding vigorous plants. Tasty fruit for preserves, desserts & fresh eating. Not good for freezing.

Trumpeter – June bearing. Zone 3. Very hardy for northern gardens. Large well formed berries. Good for freezing.

Plants should be spaced 12 inches apart for maximum yields. Most strawberry growing instructions for commercial growers stress removing all the blossoms the first year to encourage runner growth. For the backyard garden, that isn't necessary. Leave all the flower buds (and enjoy the resulting fruit) and pinch off all the runners instead. In mid-August, allow each plant to develop one or two runners.  Feed strawberries very sparingly or they will produce mostly leaves and little fruit. A balanced, pelleted slow-release fertilizer or an organic is best as they feed the plants slowly over time, not all at once. Apply it about four weeks after planting and as the plants begin to form buds in subsequent years. Be sure the plants receive the equivalent of one inch of rain per week throughout the growing season. Too much as well as too little water when the berries are forming will affect their flavor as well as production. Protect your strawberry bed for winter with a mulch of straw, pine needles or chopped leaves 4 to 6 inches deep. Don't mulch until several hard frosts have made the plants dormant and the temperatures are reliably below freezing. 

Strawberry plants remain productive for about three years. After that it is best to remove the original (mother) plants and continue with the daughter plants that grew from the runners you allowed to form the summer before. When a patch is renewed this way it can go on indefinitely or you can replace them all after three years with a new variety you would like to try.
